Could I first of all start this letter by thanking the members of the scrutiny committee for giving
the Police the opportunity to forward our comments and concerns in respect of the decision to re-
open Reciory Lane in Stevenage.

1 have been a Road Policing Officer with Hertfordshire Constabulary for 25 years, and for the
last 8 years, the Traffic Management Officer for Stevenage. Since its conception, Hertfordshire
Constabulary has voiced its support for the Safer Routes to School project and has provided
whenever necessary resources and assistance and will continue to do so. .

As early as September 1997 I was invited to sit on the Stevenage Safer Routes to School steering
group along with officers from various departments within Stevenage Borough Council and
Hertfordshire County Council. A number of meetings took place to select the Schools which
would be given the opportunity to participate in the first Stevenage SRTS scheme.

A decision was reached that Barclay, Thomas Alleynes, Letchmore and Almonds Hill Schools
would selected for the scheme in line with the policy and criteria laid down by Hertfordshire
County Council. I was again asked to represent the Constabulary and sit on the steering group for
this project along with the HCC Area Network Manager for Stevenage, SRTS representatives
from Mouchel TSC, HCC Road Safety Unit, SBC Dept of Environmental Services, SBC
Environmental Health, Pedestrian Association, Head Teachers from the 4 Schools, Parents and
pupils from the 4 Schools. The meetings were divided in two with Barclay and Thomas Alleyne
forming one and Letchmore and Almonds Hill the second. -
