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KEY FEATURES OF THE APPLICATION

The permitted scheme allows for 5.5 million tonnes of sand and gravel to be

extracted.

The permission covers an overall area of 400 hectares. This includes the
processing plant and stocking areas together with substantial areas of retained
woodland, grassland and arable agricultural land. The permitted extraction

areas extend over approximately 81 hectares.

The existing site access will continue to be the main access for the
development and lorries serving the development will continue to use the same

routes to and from the site.

The restoration scheme does not require the importation of fill material to

achieve the final landform.

The new working areas will be progressively worked and restored to a

combination of high quality agricultural land, grassland and water areas.

Extraction will continue whilst the conditions relating to the permission are

reviewed.
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
