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Waste Policy 12 of the Waste Local Plan, ‘Areas of search for permanent
waste management facilities’ highlights preferred areas for the establishment
of waste management uses. Some of these sites can be immediately
discounted. Eighteen of these sites could in theory could accommodate the
proposed development, but are also discounted for the following reasons:

o Roystoh Road, Baldock

The site at Royston Road, Baldock is over 27 miles from Borehamwood,
which is where the existing skip hire and associates waste transfer station
business core waste catchment area is located. Due to the distances involved,
it would not therefore meet our client’s needs.

e Aldenham Bus Works, Elstree

The Former Aldenham Bus Works is situated on the southern boundary of
Hertsmere Borough with easy access to the A4l and the M1. Despite its
potential for waste recycling facilities, it is being developed as ‘Centennial
Park’, a business park and a key employment site in Hertfordshire. The site,
therefore, is no longer available for a waste transfer station.

e Bishop's Stortford Railway Goods Yard

The site is centred upon the former freight interchange at Bishop’s Stortford
railway station and is recognised by the Council as one of the major sites
within or adjacent to Bishop’s Stortford Town Centre with potential for
development. The site is allocated in the adopted and emerging East Herts
Local Plan for mixed town centre uses including residential. The site is
currently the subject of a planning application for a mixed-use scheme. The
site is considered as one of the most important in the District, and the
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
